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AWARDS
GIOVANNI GALLAVOTTI AWARDED WITH THE POINCARE
PRIZE

Giovanni Gallavotti was awarded the prestigious Poincaré Prize,
the highest international recognition for mathematical physics,

awarded every three years. Gallavotti was awarded for his research
and ‘outstanding contributions’ on statistical mechanics, quantum field theory, classical mechanics and
chaotic systems, as stated in the motivations published on the Poincaré Prize website. Giovanni Gallavotti
is professor emeritus at Sapienza University of Rome, is a member of the Accademia dei Lincei and
since many years he conducts his researchers in association with the INFN. He was also president of
the International Association for Mathematical Physics and is author of over 200 publications. In 1997
Gallavotti received the ‘National President of the Republic Award’ for the natural sciences section of
the Accademia Nazionale dei Lincei and, in 2007, he was awarded the Boltzmann Medal, the highest
international recognition for scientific contributions to statistical mechanics. m
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
